A.
Antibiotic Eye Prophylactsis:  

1.
Neisseria gonorrhoeae bacteria, chlamydia trachomatis, or any other bacterial infections present at time of birth can cause eye infections in the newborn.

2.
Undetected infection can lead to conjunctivitis, scarring of the cornea, or even blindness in newborns.

3.
Application of the antibiotic Erythromycin in the eye within 2 hours of birth can reduce this risk of infection.

4.
Side effects of antibiotic use include inability to focus, edema, and inflammation, which usually disappear in 24-48 hours.

Newborn Metabolic Screening 

In recent years medical science has discovered, by testing the blood of newborn infants, that certain diseases caused by inborn errors of metabolism can be detected and treated, thus allowing many children who would otherwise be permanently impaired to develop into healthy children.  Beginning January 2007, the state of New Mexico is testing for 26 metabolic disorders, including:

Fatty Acid Oxidation Disorders (FAO)

Carnitine update defect

Long-chain L-3-OH acyl-CoA dehydrogenase deficiency

Medium-chain acyl-CoA dehydrogenase deficiency

Trifunctional protein deficiency

Very long-chain acyl-CoA dehydrogenase deficiency

Amino Acid Disorders

Homocystinuria

Tyrosinemia type I

Phenylketonuria (PKU)

Argininosuccinic academia

Citrullinemia

Maple syrup urine disease

Organic Acidemia Disorders

3-OH 3-CH3 glutaric aciduria

3-methylcrotonyl-CoA deficiency

Mitochondrial acetoacetyl-CoA thiolase deficiency

Isovaleric acidemia

Multiple carboxylase deficiency

Proponic acidemia

Methylmalonic acidemia

Glutaric acidemia type I

Other Disorders

Cystic fibrosis

Hb S/beta-thalassemia

Congenital Adrenal Hyperplasia

Sickle Cell anemia

Congenital hypothyroidism

A child with one of these diseases usually appears normal at birth. The age when symptoms appear varies with the disease.  By using this early screening test, a diagnosis may be made and early medical management can be started.  The State of New Mexico requires all newborn infants to be screened twice - once between 24 and 72 hours and the second time between 8 and 15 days old.

Newborn Hearing Screening


Intervention programs on infant hearing loss are more effective the earlier the diagnosis.  At present, all babies born in the hospital in the State of New Mexico are required to have a hearing screen before discharge.  Babies born at home are also encouraged to have early hearing screening, but as yet the infrastructure is not set up to facilitate this process.
